Here is a collection of your child’s writing samples that they have produced so far.  I used these “unassisted writing samples,” among others, and observations to come up with the writing score your child received on their progress report.  At this point in the year they should be in the Early Emergent Stage and beginning to move to the Emergent Stage of Writing.  What that means is that they should be consistently showing the majority of these writing traits:

-   uses drawings to convey ideas or information

· uses drawings and writings to support ideas

· writes family, friend, or classmates’ first name (accept approximations)

· uses oral language structures in writing (writes the way they talk)

· uses single words and phrases to express ideas in writing

  


Conventions 

· Develops spelling strategies and skills by recording dominant consonant sounds

· Demonstrates top to bottom directionality
· Demonstrates left to right directionality
· Uses capital letters to write the word ‘I’

· Uses capital letters to write the first letter in own name

Examples of sentences written in the Emergent Stage would be:

W r G s.

(We are going swimming.)

The ct is B.

(The cat is black.)

Please look through your child’s writing and talk with them about it.  They have been working very hard to learn the concept of writing and the general mechanics.  Praise them for the great work they’ve done so far and keep encouraging them to be great writers and love the art of writing!
